He worked as a faculty 
member of the Dept. of Applied Physics and 
Electronic Engineering (APEE) of RU from 1974 to 
2005.

Kaptai dam is the one and only dam that is used to 
generate hydro-electric power in Bangladesh. The 
only hydropower plant in the country is located at 
Kaptai about 50 km from the port city of Chittagong. 
This plant was constructed in 1962 as part of the 
'Karnafuli Multipurpose Project', and is one of the 
biggest water resources development projects of 
Bangladesh. 

At its commission in 1962, the plant capacity was 
80 MW of electricity. In later years, the generation
